The American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP) recom-
mends that children under 2 years of age avoid TV 
entirely, since TV viewing should not replace what 
infants and toddlers need most—direct interaction and 
stimulation from other people.  For older children, the 
AAP recommends that parents monitor what TV they 
watch.
