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And the day began to decline, and the twelve (disciples) came and said to Him, “Send the multitude away,
that they may go...and get something to eat”...but He said to them, “You give them something to eat.” And
they said, “We have no more than five loaves and two fish’...(for there were about five thousand men)...and
He said to His disciples, “Have them recline to eat in groups of about 50 each.” And they did so...and He took
the five loaves and the two fish...He blessed them, and kept giving them to the disciples to set before the
multitude. And they all ate and were satisfied. Luke 9:12-16

There are times in our lives that seem as impossible to us as feeding the five thousand seemed to the disciples.
We may go to the Lord and He will say to us, “You feed them”...then what? Keep reading...the disciples were willing
to bring what they had and give it to Jesus to use. He then told them the next step and they obeyed Him. When
our tasks are impossible, He wants us to come to Him, to give Him our lives, and to allow Him to use us as we are.
He will take our gifts and lives and work a miracle. It is a big risk for those of us who like to be in control.
Sometimes things are beyond our control, and this is when we have nothing to lose but to take that risk and trust
Him, and then marvel at what He can do with the loaves and fishes of our lives.
