The parable of the Good Shepherd helps us understand the relationship we can have with Christ.   
Shepherds provide for each of their sheep: food, shelter, protection, healing and guidance on their 
rocky trails.  He knows what each sheep looks like and calls it by name.  The sheep in return depend on 
their shepherd.  They recognize His voice when He calls and they follow his voice when he calls and  
follow him, trusting in his constant care.  The shepherd would put himself between a wolf or bear and 
the flock, risking his life if necessary.  Jesus has given His life for His flock . . . For you and me.  Do you 
recognize His voice?  He is calling us by name.  If we take His hand and follow Him, he will take us 
safely and lovingly to higher ground.
